Design Highlights

This home is a prime example of optimized ICF design. All 
wall sections, coursing heights and placement of openings 
were in accordance with Logix design principles.

Two 16’ high end walls support the stick-framed roof. A 
“secret safe room”, accessed by a secret spring-loaded door,  
was designed into the home.

Construction Facts

Midway through construction, a significant “Utah” tornado 
hit the job-site, blowing out a section of wall. Luckily, bracing 
had been installed, so the Logix blocks could be re-used to 
rebuild the wall.

Design Highlights

This project used 12” Logix walls for the underground 
garage, 8” concrete core for the backside facing the bay, 
and a 6.25” core for the sides and front of the building and 
demising walls.

Large windows were specified for viewing the bay, and Logix 
brickledge forms were used for the large exterior deck 
embeds. Concrete floors were used throughout.

Construction Facts

Logix KD was used to quickly build Logix forms around the 
double mat rebar that was specified around the large 
window openings.

Average build time was 10 days per floor. This was a winter 
build with extended periods of heavy rain and wind.
